ANNOTATION

This work is devoted to the research of relations between manifestations of the age crisis and the
parameters of emotional and social intelligence of adolescents. Participants of the research were 95
students of 7th and 8th grades of general academic school (49 boys and 46 girls), mean age = 13.5.
Methods: Adolescent Crisis Symptom Severity Questionnaire by V.E. Vasilenko, Buss-Durkee Hostility
Inventory, Test MSCEIT-YRV, Test Guilford-Sullivan social intelligence test.

The first hypothesis that greater parameters of emotional and social intelligence correspond with lesser
manifestations of adolescent crisis and lower hostility inventory has been partially confirmed. Correlation
analysis showed negative relation of parameters of emotional intelligence with opposition reaction,
emotional and normative emancipation, and positive relation with hypercompensation reaction and
interest in the inner world. The general level of social intelligence of adolescents negatively correlates with
grouping reaction and hobby-reaction. The second hypothesis that parameters of emotional and social
intelligence can predict lesser level of adolescent crisis overall and lower index of aggressiveness and
animosity has been partially confirmed. Regression analysis revealed that lower higher levels of
understanding complicated emotions and their source can predict lower level of adolescent crisis. The
model recovers about 21% of dispersion.
